* Leave at least 2 feet of space on either side of each
cart and do not place carts under low-hanging tree
branches. This will allow the automated truck arm
room to operate.

Also, don't forget...

* Avoid tightly wedging or compacting materials inside
your carts. This will help ensure that all materials are
emptied from your cart and that your cart is not
damaged during service.

* Use a bag or box to contain small, lightweight items
before placing them in any of your carts. This will help
reduce spills during service.

Once every 6 months,
at no charge, residents

setout. Charges apply for additional items and for
appliances containing Freon.
