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Starting in January 2022, all commercial businesses generating food
scraps, food soiled paper and any wet debris will have to subscribe to
organic waste collection. All material collected will be recycled, using an
approved processing facility such as:

* Anaerobic digestion facilities that create biofuel and electricity

* Composting facilities that make soil amendments
