A new state law Senate Bill (SB) 1383 requires every city, town, and county in
California conduct annual route audits to monitor contamination, including the proper
sorting of organics (food scraps, yard trimmings and uncoated food-soiled paper)
from landfill, and provide education and outreach to residents. Organics constitute
over half of the material going to local landfills and contribute to climate change. For
